Maria Galanti By: JamesJ . Lombardo

Most of us knowwvhat it's like growing
up ltalian. Very few, however, know
what it's like growing up Italian in
Fascist Italy during the 1930's.
Imagine witnessing history first hand
from the Fascist point of viewl'he
"March on Rome", the diminishing
of the King's autority in favor of a

dictatorship, the endless speeches by
Mussolini and his henchmen and finally
the entry into a partnership with the
ultimate dictator, Adolf Hitler and the
plunging into war with the United States
and EnglandThese and many other
expeiences were the early life of Maria
Galanti.

Born in 1930 in Rome, Maria's father w
a devout Fascist who movtatoughout
Italy helping espouse the Fascist doctri
When Italy entered the war, her brothel
Vittorio, was called into service and me
aterrible fate in the frozen land of Russ
in the battle of Stalingrad. Meanwhile,
a daughter of a high ranking Fascist,
Maria was sent to a privileged school tc
be indoctrinated and was one of a sma
group of youth selected to present flow:
to Il Duce himself!

Tragedy hit home for Maria in 19418 as
the war was starting to go badly for Italy
and Germany. lsria's school was close
and shend her family were deported to
Frankfurt, Germany with nothing but the
clothes they wore. Maria was 13. Weh
in Frankfurt she withstood day and nigh
bombing by the Allies and to this day is
haunted by the destruction and death s
witnessed. Sitill, her Fascist father
remained dedicated to his ideals and
believed they would prevail.

Her small family escapkone night and
made their way to Austria where they
were harbored by a friendly family and
ate a real meal for the first time in many
months until finally the Americans
liberated the town and restored peace.
Maria was 15.

It was during this respite thistaria
be@ame acquainted with American &I
and started to frequenteR Cross events

and dances. It was at one of the dance:
that she met a skinny trumpet player fro
Lancaster and to her father's chagrin,
started dating. When the Gl got shigpe
back to America, he sent for Maria and 1
the outright anger of her Fascist father,
she accepted and departed for this plac
called Lancaster. Maria was 17.

She travelled on a military ship carrying
mostly war brides and as the ship neare
New York shevas amazed at the clesp
view of the Statue of Liberty but felt
mixed emotions at some of the decayec
sections of New York visible from the
deck. Finally, theship docked and true tc
his word her Gl was there waiting for he
and brought her to Lancastand to his
family who were anxious to meet this
Italian girl who stole their son's heart.

Language was definitely a barrier but
nevertheless on May 4, 1947 Maria
married her Gl and theouple
honeymooned in Atlanticiy where it
rained most of thertie. After their
honeymoon, Maria became homesick fc
Italy but managed to learn English and
made friends. Her father, still a stubbor
Fascist, would not write her but her
mother did manage to sneak some lette

Calabra was first settled by Oscan speaking tribes, two of
which included the Oenorti ("vine cultivators") and Itali
(eventually the entire Italian peninsula took the name of this
tribe).
